Immunoglobulin Therapy for Children

However, to begin with, we are very happy to report that at the end of 2007
subcutaneous, intravenous and intramuscular immunoglobulins were included in the
new World Health organisation (WHO) List of Essential Medicine for Children. In actual
fact, this is the very first such list of essential medicines for children that the WHO has
produced.

The inclusion of immunoglobulin on this list is mainly as a result of the hard work of
members of the INGID, ESID and IPOPI Boards (and other members of INGID, ESID
and IPOPI) who have all been working hard towards this result since before the
European Consensus Conference on Primary Immunodeficiencies (2006, Langen)
which kick-started the whole debate as to the importance of immunoglobulin therapy -
not only for children but also for adults. Representatives of INGID, IPOPI and ESID
presented papers at this conference, and the results of this conference, and all the other
work undertaken by the 3 organisations to improve the situation, mean that
immunoglobulin therapy for primary immunodeficiencies is now accepted at the highest
levels.
